Hope does not disappoint us,

for a righteous person— though perhaps for a good person someone might
actually dare to die.
But God proves his love for us
in that while we still were sinners Christ died for us. Much more surely then,
now that we have been justified by his blood, we will be saved through him
from the wrath of God.
For if while we were enemies, we were reconciled to God through the death
of his Son,
much more surely, having been reconciled, will we be saved by his life.
But more than that, we even boast in God
through our Lord Jesus Christ,
through whom we have now received reconciliation.

If, because of the one man’s trespass, 
death exercised dominion through that one,
much more surely will those who receive
the abundance of grace and the free gift of righteousness exercise dominion

Therefore just as one man’s trespass
led to condemnation for all,
so one man’s act of righteousness 
leads to justification and life for all.
For just as by the one man’s disobedience 
the many were made sinners,
so by the one man’s obedience 
the many will be made righteous.
But law came in,
with the result that the trespass multiplied;
but where sin increased, grace abounded all the more, so that, just as sin
exercised dominion in death, so grace might also exercise dominion
through justification
leading to eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.

For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be
united with him
in a resurrection like his.
We know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin

But if we have died with Christ,
we believe that we will also live with him.

All who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God. For you did not
receive a spirit of slavery to fall back into fear,
but you have received a spirit of adoption.

Father!” it is that very Spirit bearing witness with our 
spirit that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs, heirs of God
and joint heirs with Christ—if, in fact, we suffer with him so that we may
also be glorified with him.
I consider that the sufferings of this present time
are not worth comparing with the glory
about to be revealed to us.
For the creation waits with eager longing
for the revealing of the children of God;
for the creation was subjected to futility
not of its own will
but by the will of the one who subjected it,
in hope that the creation itself will be set free
from its bondage to decay
and will obtain the freedom
of the glory of the children of God.
We know that the whole creation
has been groaning in labour pains until now;
and not only the creation, but we ourselves,
who have the first fruits of the Spirit,
groan inwardly while we wait for adoption,
the redemption of our bodies.

I was thirsty and you gave me nothing to drink, I was a stranger and you did
not welcome me, naked and you did not give me clothing,
sick and in prison and you did not visit me.’ 
Then they also will answer,
‘Lord, when was it that we saw you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked 
or sick or in prison, and did not take care of you?’ 
Then he will answer them, ‘Truly I tell you, 



just as you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did not do it to me.’ 
And these will go away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into
eternal life.”

A reading from the holy gospel according to Mark
When it was noon, darkness came over the whole land until three in the
afternoon.
At three o’clock Jesus cried out with a loud voice, “Eloi, Eloi, lema 
sabachthani?” 
Which means, “My God, my God, 
why have you forsaken me?” 
When some of the bystanders heard it, they said, “Listen, he is calling for 
Elijah.” 
And someone ran, filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on a stick, and gave
it to him to drink, saying, “Wait, let us see whether Elijah will come 
to take him down.” 
Then Jesus gave a loud cry and breathed his last. And the curtain of the
temple was torn in two,
from top to bottom.
Now when the centurion, who stood facing him, saw that in this way he
breathed his last, he said, “Truly this man was God’s Son!” 
When the sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, and Mary the mother of
James, and Salome bought spices, so that they might go and anoint him.
And very early on the first day of the week, when the sun had risen, they
went to the tomb.
They had been saying to one another,
“Who will roll away the stone for us from the entrance to the tomb?”
